STUDENT ADMISSIONS

I.  
PURPOSE


The purpose of this policy is to clarify the procedures used by school 

administration for admitting students to Crosslake Community School.

II.
GENERAL STATEMENT OF POLICY


A. 
The school board of Crosslake Community School will establish 



admissions limits for each grade level by February 1st of each year.


B.
Following the establishment of class enrollment limits the school 



administration will publicly advertise an application deadline no later 



than March 30th of each year.

C.
Crosslake Community School shall enroll an eligible student who submits a timely application, unless the number of applications exceeds the capacity of the class, grade level or building.  In this case, students must be accepted by lot. 

III.  
LOTTERY PROCEDURES

A.  
Students that are residents of Crosslake will be given preference for enrollment, followed by siblings of enrolled students before accepting other students by lot.  

B.  
A lottery will take place by April 10th of each year for the

following year’s enrollment.  All applications received prior to the application deadline will be publicly 
chosen by lot at a special board meeting.  Notification of the results of the lottery will be communicated via U.S Postal mail no later than 10 days following the Special Meeting.
